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An exposed concrete grid structure combines 
with infi lls of timber, marble, stainless steel 
and glass to create a refi ned ‘city room’.



ATRIUM
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Inspired by the work of the great modernist architects 

Mies van der Rohe and Louis Kahn, the geometric form of 

the building creates a dramatic backdrop to the activities 

that take place within.

High quality fi nishes are a signifi cant feature of the 

building. Concrete as smooth as silk, timber especially 

grown to be laid in long and knot-free planks, marble 

terrazzo inspired by Italian design; these materials enclose 

elegant spaces that inspire and delight, providing the 

perfect working environment.

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Landscape Proposals
Semi mature plane trees will be planted between existing 

tree groups along St John Street and Pentonville Road. Large 

planting beds with clipped shrub and hedges, which refl ect 

the historic plot boundaries, guide occupiers and visitors into 

the site. All plants have been sourced within the EU and all 

are native species.
